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MEET NEPAL’S TIGER TRACKER

Bishnu Bahadur Lama, 56, is the Chief Wildlife Technician at the National Trust for Nature Conservation,
WWF Nepal’s key partner organization. Bishnu considers tigers an inseparable part of his life considering
that he was just 16 when he started working in the field of tiger conservation.

A key team member in any tiger monitoring project in Nepal, Bishnu has, over the years, earned his respect
as Nepal’s finest tiger tracker. At present, he is part of the 120-member team deployed in the Terai Arc
Landscape in Nepal to conduct the historic joint tiger survey between Nepal and India covering the whole
of the landscape. Bishnu’s sub-team comprising six members will be covering a total area of 44 square
kilometers over a period of 20 days. During this period, they will be installing ten pairs of camera traps, and

covering over 40 kilometers on foot to conduct line transect and occupancy surveys.
